Switch off any computer screens,
laptops and TVs. € Clean the fireplace and tidy braai areas. Stack the wood/bags of charcoal neatly. € Switch on all
indoor lights and lamps and ensure that all light bulbs are working and are of equal strength.
£ Roll up or pack away garden hoses and gardening tools. & Remove washing from the washing line. €& Put all rubbish into
outside trash bins. Store all containers and dustbins out of view. & Empty the washing machine and pack away laundry,
ironing boards, irons, washing baskets and powders. & Ensure that the pool and pool area are sparkling clean and pack
away pool cleaning equipment. Remove pool covers, nets and Kreepy Kraulys. Switch on water features. Place cushions on
pool and patio furniture.
